March Meeting held at new office space for Rex Hinshaw’s firm. Finish out is to be finished in about two weeks. They will then begin moving in all the office equipment and materials. They will be having their CADD equipment and software install in April.

The treasurer’s report was given, with the current balance in the GC AIA account of $6,809.24. Raymond and Carl got together to make changes necessary for the checking account.  This was accomplished except for the address change for mailing account. Ray accomplished this on the 11th of March. The members meals cost for this meeting is to be subtracted from the above balance. The commitment for a booth at the Prescott Valley Energy Fair will also reduce the above amount by $1000.00. This leaves a balance of about $5,560after these expenses.
The group reviewed the idea of creating a part time position for a manager of the GC AIA to handle emails and communications between members, coordinate events and increase attendance and membership.  It was estimated that the chapter could afford about $250/month for such a position. A similar position was created in Carl’s USGBC chapter with apparent success.   Carl will use a similar format to create a job description and post it on the AIA web site.  Derik Falwell indicated that he would be interested in the job. Carl has the time in March to complete the revisions and distribute to the board members.
It as noted that the Prescott Valley Energy Fair has been scheduled for September 26th.  All GC AIA members should plan on attending.  The chapter would have a prominent display booth location, and all GC AIA members would be invited to participate by being present at the booth, and displaying information about their own firms.  This would be a benefit to GC AIA members, and would not cost the members any money.  This is another benefit of membership in GC AIA.   Tina may have other support materials for the booth Back unit display, AIA logo and support materials for the display booth.

Carl Ramsey brought up the topic of presentations/classes for CEUs scheduled in advance to help increase attendance by members and bring in more members. Several presenters have offered to provide presentations. A discussion of connecting location and presentations was related to the remaining year schedule. Connections to Engineers and tradesmen fro attending our GC AIA meetings was also in the discussions.
Teleconferencing was discussed again as a way for more to ”attend” future meetings and possibly allow for presentations and CEUs. Ray Cox, Bob O’Brien, and Rex Hinshaw will focus on technology and line/pipe size needed and report again in April and try for a first attempt in June.
